This state-of-the art facility offers professional level net
systems, stadium quality lighting, a professional speaker/intercom system, antennas & pads on every
court, short court lines, 24 inches of top quality washed white sand, 20 feet minimum between courts
(side-to-side) and 35 feet minimum between courts (end-to-end.)

Additional amenities available at the complex include free parking onsite, permanent restrooms,
beautiful views of Lake Harris, a children’s playground, outdoor showers near courts, a nature trail, a
swimming area, BBQ grills with picnic table, a free boat ramp with dock access and much more.
