INAUGURAL USA ALL-STAR VOLLEYBALL CHAMPIONSHIPS WAS A SUCCESS!

Forty-Four junior all-star volleyball teams from eleven delegations competed at the 2021 USA All-Star
Championships in Orlando, FL from July 21-25, 2021.

Orlando, FL =July 30, 2021 — The 2021 USA All-Star Championships was produced by the regions of USA
Volleyball and hosted by the Florida Region of USA Volleyball at the Orange County Convention Center in
Orlando, FL. The inaugural event featured all-star teams from ten of the forty Regions of USA Volleyball and two
teams from the Federation of Puerto Rico. The teams competed in six divisions for girls and three divisions for
boys. Delegations included Arizona, Badger, Florida, Gulf Coast, lowa, North Country, Oklahoma, Old Dominion,
Puerto Rico, Southern, and Western Empire. Nine out of the eleven delegations were awarded medals.

Region Cup Winner: lowa Region

The Region Cup is issued to the top finishing delegation based on points earned for each division finish. Points
are awarded for 15t — 8" place only. If a region has multiple teams in a division, points are only awarded to the
highest finishing team. lowa won the Region cup with 37 points, followed by Florida with 35 points and then
Southern with 27 points.
